Purpos:

IDN Research Grants suppot research projects based on partnershipswith in-county researchers
tha address avariety of issues related to improving thelives of margindized peoplein the
developingworld. In-county research partners may indudeacademic ingitutions othe public
or private inditutions aswell asindividuds or governments. Our longterm god isto build
thriving research communities tha involve reciprocal and mutudly beneficial partnershipswith
in-county researchers and research inditutions graduae training, and related capecity building
tha suppot theIngitute® mission. IDN Research Grants will suppot projects that combine
academic research on pressing problems faced by the people of the devel oping world with
outcomes tha are both scholarly and action-oriented.

Priorities:
Research Grants will be evaluated onthe basis of thefollowing priorities. Project proposls need
not meet all of thepriorities for consderation:

* Partnershipsbthe projects should be based onreciprocal and mutudly beneficia
patnershipswith in-county researchers. Proposls should describethe structure of the



patnership, commitments from partner inditutions and the benefits that will accrueto
each patner as aresult of the project

* Interdisciplinary Research B preference will begiven to projects that draw uponmultiple
disciplinary perspectives, those tha employ explicitly interdisciplinary approaches, and
those that involve multiple departments and/or schools at Emory.

* Place-based Research D projects should address the historical and cultural specificity of
paticular places, whether these are defined in locdl, regiond, naiond or comparative
naiond terms

* Policy ImplicationsBpriority will begiven to projects tha link academic research with
clear policy implicationsin thefollowing aress:

o dleviating povety (material improvement in the human condition),
0 buildingjud sodeties,

0 creatingthrivingcivic cultures,

0 drengthening ingitutionsand practices assodated with development

* Sudainability Bthe practices and effects of these projects should endure beyondthe
duration of the grant

* Externd Fundaility Btheresearch should have a strongpotential to attract outside
funding

* Furthe thework of Carter Center Bprojects with implicationsfor or tiesto The Carter
Center@ topical and geographical areas of interest will be given priority”

* Clear Outcomes D project proposs should specify clear outcomes induding, but not
limited to, publicationin scholarly joumds, prominent participaionin local, regiond and
internationd conferences, and other forms of scholarship as mutudly agreed between
research patners

Eligibility:
All regular Emory faculty are eligible to apply for these grants. Grant fundsmay not beused for
graduae student stipendsor cods assodated with ingitutiond overhead.

Types of Grants:
Two types of grants will be offered:

(1) Research grants of upto $75000disbursed over an 18-month period. We anticipate
funding 3-4 projectsin thisfirst roundof funding.

(2) Workshopgrants of upto $20000to suppot the development of aresearch proposl that
meets the criteriaoutined above Workshop grants are not for exploratory initiatives.
Rather, they areto suppot initiatives with clearly identified partners and an area of
mutud research interest that will further the mission of IDN. We anticipate funding 2-3
workshop grants.

Application Process:
The applicationsfor both types of grants involve atwo-stage process with the following
deadlines:

It should aso
explicitly address how this project meets IDNG funding priorities and anticipated
outcomes.
